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EQUAL FOOTING for
 Limited English Proficient Persons Medical/Community Interpreting Seminar
Equal footing is a two-day seminar for community and medical interpreters led by recognized interpreter trainer, Saul Arteaga.  This seminar focuses on the important concepts for interpreting in the medical and community settings.  Topics covered include the fundamentals of interpreting, the National Council on Interpreting in Health Care’s (NCIHC) Code of Ethics, ethical dilemmas and the role of the interpreter in the medical and community settings.  Participants will have the chance to practice and implement interpreting techniques in small groups.  We will listen to already taped medical and community scripts and participants will have the opportunity to record their rendition.

The seminar is offered to individuals interested in entering these fields of interpretation and for those interpreters who would like to refresh their skills. Individuals must be proficient in two languages.  There are scholarships of $120/person issued by the Department of Children and Families, Division of Working Families, Refugee Services Section.  The number of students who might be reimbursed will be based on the availability of funding.  Reimbursement will be provided for those trainees who speak a refugee language and who successfully complete the two-day Equal Footing interpreter training.  The students who apply for the scholarships have to prove that their ESL level is 4 or higher (must provide a confirmation from an institution that conducts BEST + test, or a copy of their high school diploma or a higher education institution.  Participants must possess an acceptable level of fluency in both languages and be familiar with basic medical and social services terminology.  Lunch will not be provided.
